GUIDELINES

Purpose  To enhance the scientific stature of Australian and New Zealand Haematology by providing the
opportunity for medical graduates who are undertaking advanced training in Haematology or science
graduates undertaking specialised research in Haematology to gain experience in acknowledged
centres of excellence.

Scope The Scholarships will be for a period of 1 year. Three Scholarships with a value of AUD50,000 each
with tax fee status if enrolled for a full time higher degree.

Eligibility =~ Scholarships will be open to medical graduates who are completing, or have just completed,
advanced training in Haematology and to science graduates undertaking specialised research in
Haematology, preferably with enrolment in a higher degree. Australian and New Zealand residents
are eligible. Applicants must be members, trainee members or associate members of the
HSANZ, and be able to demonstrate long-term commitment to a career in Haematology.
Scholarships must be used for specialised study in clinical or laboratory Haematology in an
internationally recognised centre of excellence. Preference will be given to individuals going to
overseas centres.

Selection The award of the Scholarships will be based on the following criteria:

Process s past academic record #publications
skpresentations at meetings #*recommendations of 2 referees
skprogram of study proposed s#evidence of commitment to a career in Haematology

Application: Applications will be called for in March/April each year and will be considered by the HSANZ
Council at the June/July Council meeting. Council may wish to interview selected applicants.
